Dr. Alan Wachman is an associate professor of

international politics at The Fletcher School of Law and
Diplomacy at Tufts University. He teaches and writes about
China’s foreign relations, emphasizing links between
diplomatic history and contemporary international security. He
is currently completing a book about Mongolia’s national
security in the context of emerging rivalries among great
powers in Asia. Wachman has contributed articles to policy
and academic journals in the U.S. and abroad and is on the
editorial board of 4sia Policy, China Security, and Issues and
Studies. He has been awarded grants for research by the Smith
Richardson Foundation, the Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation.
